Ask for a SM conference when everything is complete. You will need to bring a parent for 2 deep leadership.
At your conference, scoutmaster will sign your scout book, project book (if he hasn’t already), and application form.  Then committee chair must sign application form. Turn everything in to Mrs. Cooke.
     H.  Board of Review: Give everything to Mrs. Cooke
When everything is completed and signed, Mrs. Cooke will take it to the SHAC office for approval.  The Board of Review is then scheduled.  A district representative and four troop 230 committee members will all be present for your Board of Review.

You must be in full Class A uniform.  Long scout pants.

After passing, the paperwork is sent to the National office and official approval is received in two to six weeks.

This is a long process!  Please plan ahead and call Mrs. Cooke with any questions.
