Now for the next step... 

The troop provides Eagle rank certificate; rank badge; mother, father, and mentor pins; neckerchief and slide.  The advancement person will purchase these items when the paperwork comes back from national.

The Troop would like an Eagle portrait for our wall.  The troop has used Country Park Portraits, but you can use anyone you like. Country Park did a great job for us!  They will provide a free 8X10 for the troop with no obligation to buy any photos. http://www.countryparkportraits.com/  Some have taken the picture themselves. You provide the 8X10 photo for the scout house wall. Sherrie Cooke provides the frame and name plate.    

Sherrie will order the US Flag (flown over the capital).  She submits after the EBOR.

You need to order a coup flag from Brammers in Katy (281 391 1441) with scout's name and date of his Eagle BOR. I think the Coup flag is $20 and takes about 3 weeks for delivery.  

Check the troop website (troop calendar and scout house calendar) to find available dates for the Eagle Court of Honor.  If you plan to hold the COH at the scout house, you need to reserve the date with Jere Dial. 

The Eagle Court of Honor can be whatever you want it to be.  You can either use a ceremony script from one of the previous COHs, use one you find from searching the web, or any combination. The troop website has electronic copy of some ceremonies. 

The invitations, programs, organizing people to be part of the ceremony, refreshments, and scout house decorations are all up to you. We have an action packer in the upstairs garage of the scout house that has some of the decorations in it. Evelyn Schwin can provide an address list for the invitations to the troop if you are interested.
