scout2: I would like to welcome you to Troop 230's Eagle Court of Honor.  Today we have the honor and pleasure of recognizing XXXX, candidate for the Eagle Award.  Awarding the Eagle is an important and serious matter.  It is the climax and goal toward which scouts work for several years.  Less than 5 percent of all Scouts in the United States reach the Eagle Rank in any given year. It is the culmination of the efforts and assistance of their Scoutmaster, troop leaders, fellow scouts, parents, family, friends and members of the community. This is an occasion for joy, but it is also a time for serious contemplation. 

Eagle History (scout3) 
I am the eagle. Since the beginning of time, man has used me and my brothers as a symbol of royalty, power, victory, authority, and valor. My strength and courage have inspired men through the ages. Ancient man looked upon me as an inveterate enemy of serpents. The ancient Assyrians associated me with Ashur, the great sun God. I was held in awe and worshiped for my majestic beauty. In India and Babylon I was the symbol of fire, of wind and storms, and the bringer of immortality. In the golden age of Greece, I was a symbol of victory and supreme spiritual energy. I was the sacred bird of Zeus, the ruler of all Gods. The Greeks represented me with wings out-stretched holding a serpent in my claws. Thus, I represented the triumph of good over evil. In Rome, I was the symbol of Jupiter, the supreme God. The Romans saw me as the symbol of victory. I became the personal emblem of the Caesars, representing supreme authority. In the Middle Ages, as falconry flourished as a sport in Europe, only kings were allowed to hunt with an eagle. The rise of Christianity brought me still more honor. In early icons I was best known as the symbol of St. John the Evangelist. In the nineteenth century, French troops under Napoleon conquered Europe under the symbol of the eagle. On June 20, 1782, because of my courage and beauty, I was chosen to symbolize the new United States of America. From this early beginning, I have been used in many ways to symbolize the ideals of this country. You can find me on the coins of America from the beginning to present day. The Apollo 11 crew chose Eagle as the name for the lunar module which was to make history. And with the words of Eagle Scout Neil Armstrong -- "Houston, Tranquillity Base here. The Eagle has landed" -- man was on the moon. In 1911, following tradition as old as man himself, the Boy Scouts of America chose the eagle to symbolize the very highest in achievement. Through all of history, I have been the symbol of man's best; now the eagle is the symbol of Scouting's best. 

To earn the highest rank in Scouting, a Scout must invest a great deal of time and effort. We shall follow the trail to Eagle as we recognize the accomplishments of XXX.

Trail to Eagle  Eagle Scout ________
When a boy becomes a Boy Scout there is within him something that we call the spirit of Scouting. (scout  -Light Scout Candle) 
This single lighted candle before you represents that spirit. Alone, this light may seem feeble, but when multiplied by the more than three and a half million boys in Scouting around the world, it is powerful indeed. Because the spirit of Scouting embodies the principles of the Scout Oath and Law, it becomes a shining beacon of inspiration. 
(scout - Light 3 large as the Scout Oath is read, then sit down)

In the Scout Oath the young Scout promises upon his honor to do his best to do his duty, first to God and his country; second, to other people, by helping them at all times; and third, to himself, by keeping himself physically strong, mentally awake, and morally straight.

After a boy enters Scouting, the Scout Law that he promises to obey begins to guide his life. There are 12 parts; each is an important foundation in the building of strong character.
(scout –light twelve small candles as the Scout Law is read.)
A Scout is Trustworthy A scout tells the truth. He keeps his promises. Honesty is a part of his code of conduct. People can always depend on him. A scout is Trustworthy.

A Scout is Loyal A scout is true to his family, friends, Scout Leaders, school, nation, and world community. A scout is Loyal.

A Scout is Helpful A scout is concerned about other people. He willingly volunteers to help others without expecting payment or reward. A scout is Helpful.

A Scout is Friendly A scout is a friend to all. He is willingly volunteers to help others without expecting payment or reward. A scout is Friendly.
A Scout is Courteous A scout is polite to everyone regardless of age or position. He knows that good manners make it easier for people to get along together. A scout is Courteous.

A Scout is Kind A scout understands there is strength in being gentle. He treats others as he wants to be treated. He does not harm or kill anything without reason. A scout is Kind.

A Scout is Obedient A scout follows the rules of his family, school, and troop. He obeys the laws of his community and country. If he thinks these rules and laws are unfair, he tries to have them changed in an orderly manner rather than disobey them. A scout is Obedient.

A Scout is Cheerful A scout looks for the bright side of life. He cheerfully does tasks that come his way. He tries to make others happy. A scout is Cheerful.

A Scout is Thrifty A scout works to pay his way and to help others. He saves for the future. He protects and conserves natural resources. He carefully uses time and property. A scout is Thrifty.

A Scout is Brave A scout can face danger even if he is afraid. He has the courage to stand for what he thinks is right even if others laugh at him or threaten him. A scout is Brave.

A Scout is Clean A scout keeps his body and mind fit and clean. He helps keep his home and community clean. A scout is Clean.

A Scout is Reverent A scout is reverent toward God. He is faithful in his religious duties. He respects the beliefs of others. A scout is Reverent.

Let us be reminded of the Scout Motto. BE PREPARED: a scout is ready for whatever challenge comes his way. He lives a strong, healthy, and is ready to meet all challenges of life. 
(scout  light left candle)
Let us be reminded of the Scout Slogan. Do a Good Turn Daily: A scout will do acts of kindness without expecting pay, or reward. He will do a good turn without boasting or expecting recognition. (scout  light right candle)
You see how the light from the spirit of Scouting is now beginning to grow and become brighter, lighting the way to the Eagle Trail. In the distant, loom the hazy outlines of Eagle summit, flanked by the lesser peaks that represent the Star and Life ranks. To the new Scout they are very far away, but motivated by the light from the spirit of Scouting he begins as a Tenderfoot, (scout - light Tenderfoot candle)

The Tenderfoot badge is the first rank a Scout earns. It stands at the foot of the Eagle Trail. Inspired by the spirit of Scouting, he won't stay a Tenderfoot very long. Putting a few simple achievements behind him, he will shortly climb to the rank of Second Class. (scout - light Second Class candle)

The requirements for Second Class become more difficult. A Scout must learn to be self sufficient in the outdoors and continue to render service to others. Now the Scout is ready for the challenge to attain First Class. (scout - light First Class candle) 
Although the requirements become more difficult, he keeps climbing until finally comes the day when he tops the first summit along the Eagle Trail.  (scout - light Star candle) 
A broad field of merit badges awaits the First Class Scout. More than 100 merit badges guide the Scout to explore careers, hobbies, and community interest items. The Scout needs but a total of six to conquer the Star Scout summit.. Thus, through leadership, service, and achievement, he conquers the first of three great peaks along the Eagle Trail. (scout - light Life candle) 

The trail to the next summit, the scout must demonstrate leadership and service to others, while mastering five additional merit badges and helping fellow Scouts. The higher the Scout climbs, the fewer travelers he meets along the trail. Yet there are no impossible barriers along the way. This Life Scout's goal can be achieved, but it takes real effort. (scout -light  Eagle candle and return to seat)
While the rank of Life Scout is a coveted one, and deserving to all who obtain it, the Eagle Trail does not end there; it leads on toward a higher summit. The pathway narrows and steepens considerably as it winds along ledges of personal achievement and mountain pastures of troop accomplishment. Many challenges must be conquered in these last miles. Before the highest summit along the Eagle Trail can be completed, additional merit badges must be earned. Some of them are very difficult and leadership and service to others are not forgotten. Only with the greatest persistence and courage can the Scout gain the perspective from the Eagle summit. 

As an Eagle Scout, you become a guide to other Scouts of lower rank. You become an example in your community. Remember that your actions are now a little more conspicuous and people will expect more of you. To falter in your responsibility would not only reflect upon you, but on your fellow Eagles and all Scouting. The torch you carry is not only yours, but is ours also. With the honor and respect your have earned, comes obligations. 
Eagle Scout ______: The first obligation of an Eagle Scout is courage. Courage gives all character force and strength To a Scout, bravery means not only the courage to face physical danger, but the determination to stand up for his rights. Trusting in God with faith in his fellow citizen, he looks forward to each day, seeking his share of the world's work. The red of the badge signifies courage. (Light the red candle.)
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The second responsibility of an Eagle Scout is to live with honor.  Honor is the foundation of all character.  An Eagle will live so that he reflects credit upon his home, his church, his school, his friends, and himself.  May the white of the badge remind you to live with honor. (Light the white candle.)
Eagle Scout ______: The third obligation of an Eagle Scout is loyalty. Without loyalty, all character lacks direction. An Eagle is loyal to his ideals and is true to his family, leaders, friends, school and nation. His loyalty to his troop and brother Scouts makes him pitch in and carry his share of the load.  Loyalty means devotion to community, to country, to one's ideals, and to God. May the blue of the Eagle badge always inspire your loyalty. (Light the blue candle.)
The fourth obligation of an Eagle Scout is service. He extends a helping hand to those who still toil up the Scouting trail, just as others helped him in his achievement of the Eagle. The habit of the daily good turn must take on new meaning, and blossom forth in a life of service. His code of action is based on the belief that real leadership must be founded on real service. The scroll at the top of the Eagle badge is the symbol of service. (Light the gold candle.)
Presentation of Medal and Neckerchief (Scout Master _____) 
Will the XXXX’s  parents please join us on stage? Eagle candidate XXXX, you are to be congratulated for reaching the highest peak of the Eagle Trail; your diligence and hard work have paid off.  We have watched your character unfold.  We have watched your leadership expand.  We have watched your mind develop and your wisdom increase.  We have watched all these things in you and now that you are on the threshold of your goal, we welcome you, for you have done your climbing in a true Scout-like manner.
One symbol of your success is the Eagle neckerchief which will be presented by your father. Wear this banner with honor and pride as you continue your Scouting career. 
Now, I ask that your mother pin the Eagle medal over your hearts.

Eagle Scout XXXX, in recognition of the many hours of patient guidance given by her to you in your efforts, will you pin over your mother’s hearts an Eagle Mother’s Pin?  

In recognition of the wisdom and guidance given to you by your father, will you present to him the Eagle tie tack which they will be proud to wear in your honor?  

Eagle Scout XXXX, will you now present Eagle Mentor pens to the individual who has been most helpful in mentoring your on your Trail to Eagle? (XXXX asks mentor  to come forward) 

These miniature pins are emblematic of parental faith, love and encouragement, without which very few Scouts are able to reach the highest rank in Scouting.  Your parents are privileged to wear these pins always...as mementos of this occasion.  

Eagle Scout XXXX, the entire brotherhood of Scouting congratulates you through me today, and the Eagle ranks welcome a new member.  

Eagle Charge (Eagle Scout _______)
Eagle Candidate XXXX, I have the honor of giving you the Eagle Scout charge on the occasion of your elevation to the highest rank in Scouting.

The Boy Scouts of all nations constitute one of the most wholesome and significant movements in the world’s history and you have been counted worthy of high rank in its membership.  All who know you rejoice in your achievement.

Your position, as you well know, is one of honor and responsibility.  You are marked men.  As Eagle Scouts, you have assumed a solemn obligation to do your duty to God, to country, to fellow Scouts and to mankind in general.  This is a great undertaking.  As you live up to your obligations, you bring honor to yourselves and your brother Scouts.  When you fail, you bring down the good name of all true and worthy Scouts.

Your responsibility goes beyond your fellow Scouts, your country and God.  America has many good things to give you and your children after you; but these good things depend, for the most part, on the character and leadership abilities of her citizens. Rise up on the wings of Eagles, and climb to ever greater and greater heights as you joyfully and zestfully serve your fellow man and your nation.

Presentation of American Flag (scout + 2 folders)
XXXX, Troop 230 would like to present you with an American Flag flown over our nation’s capital. 

(Wait for the Honor Guard or Flag Detail to unravel and fold the flag into a quarter fold--resume reading when Honor Guard is standing ready.) (Spoken as the flag is folded. One paragraph per fold)
For more than 200 years, the American flag has been the symbol of our nation's unity, as well as a source of pride and inspiration for millions of citizens.

Born on June 14, 1777, the Second Continental Congress determined that the flag of the United States be thirteen stripes, alternating between seven red and six white; and that the union be thirteen stars, white in a blue field representing a new constellation. 
Between 1777 and 1960, the shape and design of the flag evolved into the flag presented before you today. The 13 horizontal stripes represent the original 13 colonies, while the stars represent the 50 states of the Union. The colors of the flag are symbolic as well; red symbolizes hardiness and valor; white signifies purity and innocence; and blue represents vigilance, perseverance and justice. 
Traditionally, a symbol of liberty, the American flag has carried the message of freedom, and inspired Americans, both at home and abroad.

In 1814, Francis Scott Key was so moved at seeing the Stars and Stripes waving after the British shelling of Baltimore's Fort McHenry that he wrote the words to The Star Spangled Banner.

In 1892 the flag inspired Francis Bellamy to write the "Pledge of Allegiance," our most famous flag salute and patriotic oath.

In July 1969 the American flag was "flown" in space when Neil Armstrong planted it on the surface of the moon.

Today, our flag flies on constellations of satellites that circle our globe, and on the fin flash of our aircraft in harms way in every corner of the world. Indeed, it flies in the heart of every person who serves our great Nation. The sun never sets on our US Military, nor on the flag we so proudly cherish.

Since 1776 no generation of Americans has been spared the responsibility of defending freedom... Today's Armed Forces remain committed to preserving the freedom that others won for us, for generations to come.

By displaying the flag and giving it a distinctive fold we show respect to the flag, and express our gratitude to those individuals who fought, and continue to fight for freedom, at home and abroad. Since the dawn of the 20th century, military personnel have proudly flown the flag in every major conflict on lands, seas and skies around the world. It is their responsibility ... our responsibility ... to continue to protect and preserve the rights, privileges and freedoms that we, as Americans, enjoy today.

The United States flag represents who we are. It stands for the freedom we all share and the pride and patriotism we feel for our country. We cherish its legacy, as a beacon of hope to one and all. Long may it wave.
(Hand flag to XXXXX)

Scout Salute. Color Guard, retire the colors. Color Guard removes the flags from the holders, walks to the front of the stage, pause for a moment and Turns toward the back of the room.
Color Guard, Dismisissed.  Color Guard walks the flags to the back of the room, and into the scout masters office and put the flags away.

When the color guard reaches the back of the room: TWO. Drop your salute.

How to fold the Flag

Step 1

To properly fold the Flag, begin by holding it waist-high with another person so that its surface is parallel to the ground. 

Step 2
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Fold the lower half of the stripe section lengthwise over the field of stars, holding the bottom and top edges securely. 

Step 3
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Fold the flag again lengthwise with the blue field on the outside. 

Step 4

Make a triangular fold by bringing the striped corner of the folded edge to meet the open (top) edge of the flag.

Step 5
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Turn the outer (end) point inward, parallel to the open edge, to form a second triangle. 

Step 6
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The triangular folding is continued until the entire length of the flag is folded in this manner. 

Step 7
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When the flag is completely folded, only a triangular blue field of stars should be visible.
