Troop Expenses

The Troop Committee approves expenditures for the Troop and the methods

for raising funds to pay these expenses. Every September, the Treasurer

and Committee Chair will present a proposed budget for the upcoming Scout

year. This will identify major expenses and estimated revenue streams

throughout the year.  Annual dues and special fundraisers such as Flags Across America subscriptions provide most of the Troop’s funding. Normal expenses include money for training materials, merit badges, and BSA membership fees. The Troop will also need to purchase camping equipment and maintain the current equipment. The Troop Committee may elect to cover some Troop registrations with general revenue funds.

Fundraising

The Scout Leaders and Committee will identify appropriate fundraisers.

Current activities include the Troop sponsored Flags Across America program and the council sponsored popcorn sales.  Our Flags Across America program is fully explained on the website under its own link and the troop leadership STRONGLY recommends participation in this program.
All Scouts are expected to actively participate in at least one fundraising activity with a return to the troop of a minimum of $130.

All proceeds from fundraising will go into the Troop general fund, and be spent in line with budgets approved by the Troop Committee, or into individual Scout Accounts maintained by the Troop in each Scouts name.

Those scouts who do not contribute $130 annually to the general fund will be assessed the difference by the troop.

Individual Scout Accounts

To assist Scouts with the costs of summer, winter & high adventure camps, major scouting equipment purchases, or other scout training costs, the Troop maintains an individual Scout Account for each registered Scout. Funds can accrue to this account based on the Scouts participation in Troop fundraising

activities.

Currently, net BSA Popcorn Sales revenue is allocated 100% to

the individual Scout Account and $17 of the $30 Flags Across America

annual subscription fee is allocated to the individual Scout Account. To the

extent the Scout has a positive balance available in his Scout Account, funds

from this account can be used toward the above major expenditures upon

submittal of approved receipts to the Committee Chair or the Treasurer. If

a scout leaves the troop, any remaining balance in the individual Scout’s

Account will be transferred to the General Fund. Scouts are prohibited from having a negative balance in their Scout Account.
